2. On the licence agreement screen, click Accept.

3.  On the Windows Mobile Device Center’'s Home screen, click
Set up your device.

4. Select the information types that you want to synchronise,
then click Next.

5. Enter a device name and click Set Up.
When you finish the setup wizard, Windows Mobile Device
Center synchronises the PDA automatically. Microsoft® Office

Outlook® emails and other information will appear on your device
after synchronisation.
